Roy Parker was a member
of South Georgia Tech’s first
graduating class in 1949.

He received a diploma

in Sheet Metal and then
received another diploma in
Mechanical Refrigeration in
1950.

He was a charter
member of the South
Georgia Technical College
Foundation and served on
the Foundation Board of
Trustees continuously until
his death on July 4th, 2006.
He served as President of
the SGTC Foundation in
2003 and 2004 and was
named the Georgia Volunteer
of the Year in 2003 by
the Technical College
Foundation Association for
his embodiment of the ideals

of philanthropy, leadership,
and volunteerism.

Mr. Parker served as
the Chair of the SGTC Air
Conditioning Advisory
Committee since its
inception nearly 35 years
ago and served in that
capacity until his death. He
also was the chairman of
the Foundation’s Alumni
Committee.

In addition to the time and
expertise that he contributed
to South Georgia Technical
College, he and Mrs. Parker
also gave of their finances.
They established the Parker
Heating and Air Quick Start
Lab in the John M. Pope
Industrial Technology Center.

His “behind the scenes”
work also led to other
financial support. Through
his encouragement, he
helped South Georgia
Tech’s first capital campaign
become a huge success.

His role on the Board of

Directors at Sumter Bank

& Trust also created a

new partnership and the
establishment of the “SB&T
Roy Parker lll Scholarship.”

In 2005, Wes and Jean
Parker Wheeler established
the endowed Parker-Wheeler
Scholarship Fund in honor
of her parents, Roy and
Eliza Parker. Today, thirteen
students have attended
South Georgia Tech on
scholarships in his honor.

In 2006, “Mr. Roy” and
“Mrs. Liza” helped the SGTC
Foundation purchase land
on the corner of Highway 19
and South Georgia Technical
College Parkway for a
directional sign.

A luncheon and tour of
the renovated dorm rooms
followed the dedication and
unveiling ceremony. The Roy
and Eliza Parker dorm wing
in James Hall is adjacent
to the Roy Lee and Susan
Smith Dorm Wing.
